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RECENT INTELLIGENCE.

MisstoN Rooxs, CoLumsia, 8. C., July 27th, 1871.

We have only two very brief letters by the last China mail, one dated Guchow,
May 25th, and the other of Hanchow, June the 5th. Mr. Houston was at Shang-
hai on business at the last mentioned date, and Mr. Stuart had just arrived at
Hanchow, after several months isolation from the rest of the mission. Mr. Helm
had partially recovered from lameness, but was suffering from disordered liver.
They feel very sensibly the want of a female superintendent for the girls’ school.
It has been kept in operation with no little difficulty and inconvenience. The pre-
vailing impression about the late communication from the Imperial Government in
relation to missionary labors in the country, is that there will be no serious effort
made to carry this threat into effect. The proclamation has met with no favor on
the part of the representatives of the Western Powers; and the haughty demand
Was probably suggested to the Chinese authorities in the first instance by the pros-
trated and disorganized condition of France. It is scarcely possible that the Em-
peror is prepared for war with all four of the treaty-making powers at one time.
S_ti“, however, there is abundant occasion for prayer to Almighty God that the ter-
Tible calamities of war may be averted from that land.

I received your letter by the last mail. I
am very glad to hear that you have made the
appropriation for the chocora.
